  What to do in case of … medical or weather emergencies
Advance planning:

Policies & Procedures: pre-approved by Library Director, Head of Security, etc.

     Example: Library General Plan for Emergencies – handout by entry

Where are the procedures posted?

Who is to implement the procedure? (Chain of “command”)
Who to call first – Designated Emergency number (Campus Security) or 911

      Post the number for quick access; Enter number in Contact list on phone(s)

All new employees should become familiar with the emergency plans

All long time employees should review the plans on a regular basis


Plans need to be reviewed  
Updated on a regular basis

Medical:

Train in First Aid/CPR/AED
(several in case one is gone or the victim)


Up to date, well supplied, First Aid kit

First Aid information accessible – print or app on phone

Weather:
Advance notice: phone, text, radio, computer/TV, tornado siren, campus security

How to inform the patrons

Where to put the patrons


Extended power outage 


Evacuation plan – 1st & 2nd choice routes

· 1 Triangular sling/bandage, 40" x 40" x 56"

· 1 CPR face shield with 2 nitrile exam gloves

· 1 Red Cross first aid guide

· 25 Adhesive fabric bandages, 1" x 3"

· 10 Patch plastic bandages, 1 1/2" x 1 1/2"

· 25 Adhesive plastic bandages, 3/4" x 3"

· 10 Fingertip fabric bandages

· 1 Elastic bandage wrap with 2 fasteners, 2" x 5 yd.
· 20 Alcohol cleansing pads

· 20 BZK antiseptic towelettes

· 10 Castile soap towelettes

· 10 Antiseptic hand sanitizer packs

· 2 First aid tape rolls, 1/2" x 5 yd. per roll

· 1 Conforming gauze roll, 2" x 4 yd.
· 1 Cold pack, 4" x 5"

· 4 Nitrile gloves

· 2 Sterile eye pads & 1 oz. eyewash

· 10 Moleskin (blister prevention), 2" x 2"

· 10 First aid/burn cream packs, 0.9 gm. each

· 1 Burn gel dressing, 4" x 4"

· 10 Antibiotic ointment packs, 0.9 gm. each

· 10 Sterile gauze pads, 3" x 3"

· 2 Trauma pads, 5" x 9"

· Scissors, 1 pair

· Stainless steel tweezers, 1 pair
